5. MATTERS ARISING
Footpath Clearing – School Lane to Bullmarsh

The Chairman and Clerk met with Mr Batten and agreed the price and the work took place on 29 April. The Clerk has written to Mrs Hunt of School Lane (who raised the issue originally) to suggest that now the path has been cleared, it should be kept clear in future by the residents of School Lane by sweeping leaves etc. annually and then applying weedkiller if necessary every spring.

· Legal arrangements are still proceeding. 
Audit

· The summary accounts were approved by members and Audit Sections 1 and 2 were signed. 

Insurance
· Aviva renewal papers received from Came & Co (broker) and had been circulated. Members agreed to renew with Aviva under a further 3 year agreement. 
· The Clerk was also asked to ascertain from the broker whether the white gates at the entrance to the village, installed as part of traffic calming measures in 2003, are covered for accidental damage. It is also likely that general maintenance of these gates is the responsibility of the PC but the Clerk is checking this with OCC Highways Department.  
Bank Mandate  
· It was agreed that Mr Maggs be placed upon the Bank Mandate and the Clerk will make the necessary arrangements. 
7. PLAYGROUND
No report.
8.VILLAGE HALL
Mrs Pay reported that she had been re-elected as Chairman of the VHMC.
· Hire prices are to be increased slightly.

· Hiring agreement had been finalised. Mrs Pay will let the Clerk have a copy to be circulated to members. 

· VHMC Accounts had been circulated and these show a healthy position.

· The choice of VH sign has been whittled down to three and a decision will be made shortly. 

9. CORRESPONDENCE
CDC Electoral & Boundary Review
· The consultation on council size is now closed and the Local Government Boundary Commission has adopted 48 as the number of members for the next stage of the review which runs from 29 April 2014 to 7 July 2014. All interested parties are invited to submit views on a new pattern of warding arrangements for Cherwell based on a council size of 48. 

· There was some discussion and concern at the current situation within Cherwell of 3 member wards and the impact this would have upon the level of representation given the reduced number of councillors proposed. It was agreed that a response would be submitted to the consultation by the deadline of 7 July. 
10. PLANNING MATTERS 
Agrivert
· Members noted the notes of the liaison group meeting of 23 April 2014. Next meeting 2 July 2014. 
Dorchester Group (DG)
Heyford Park – Proposed Neighbourhood Plan  

· The Chairman reported that he had attended an informal meeting Sarah McCready from DG on 7 April and he and the Clerk had attended (as observers) at a meeting of parishes facilitated by Ardley with Fewcott PC on 13 May. As a PC we are invited to decide whether we take part in furthering development of a Neighbouhood Plan in conjunction with other parishes and DG. Given the possible ramifications for the village of a further large scale housing development being proposed for Heyford Park members agreed that we should engage in some dialogue. As a first step DG/Sarah McCready should be invited to address PC members and the Clerk will try to arrange a suitable meeting. 

· 13/01811/OUT – 60 house development – Heyford Park. This applicatioon had been submitted last December and we had raised no objection believing that the 60 houses proposed formed part of the existing planning permission for 1075 houses (inclusive of the 300 or so already on site) granted in 2011. It has since emerged that these are extra houses on a site originally delineated for a Primary School. The Primary School site has become redundant following creation of the Free School  and Dorchester Group seek to use the space for further housing development. The application has been approved by CDC and thus the total of 1075 will increase to 1135.

Under Urgent Business arrangements we had responded to: 
· 14/00137/F – Use of Flying Field for filming – No objection. 
Ardley EfW – Incinerator.
· MW.0067/13 – Condition 31 – External Lighting. Further Photomontages have been submitted and these have been circulated to members. This matter was considered by Planning Committee and regulation on 12 May 2014 and approval was given after Planning Committee members had undertaken a site visit. Councillor Mrs Fulljames reported that when the site is operational lighting will be progressively switched off during hours of darkness until only one third of lights will be on when the overnight shift of six workers is on site. Viridor will review light spillage both internal and external on a 6 monthly basis. .
· MW/0001/14 – Condition 24 – Layout and operation of Incinerator Bottom Ash processing area. Some clarification re our earlier response had been received. Approval has now been given by OCC. 
Under Urgent Business arrangements we had responded to: 
MW.0017/14 – Non material amendments re extra vehicle lanes – No objections. 
MW.0012/14 – Condition 20 – combined heat and power feasibility review – Condition fulfilled by the review having taken place but no options economically viable currently. We have commented that should pipe work to carry heat from the plant to Bicester be necessary at some point in the future then it should be routed across fields and not via B430 and B4030.

Eco Town 
· Members noted to latest update from A2 Dominion. Members await the draft Masterplan and will then comment.

· Members noted the impending roadworks required to start the exemplar build.  

Cherwell District Council – Local Plan.

· The Examination in public will commence on Tuesday 3rd June and will last until 19 June. Arrangements have been made for the Chairman to attend the discussion session on 19 June covering villages and rural areas to clarify housing growth issues. 
Consultation on draft Oxfordshire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.
· The existing Ardley Household Waste Recycling Centre (HWRC) will probably close prior to the end of landfilling at Ardley scheduled for December 2019. We have stressed that arrangements should be made now to relocate HWRC closer Bicester Town centre. 
D Smith – Proposed Traveller site at Caulcott

· 13/01802/F – The Chairman reported that CDC has refused this application. 

11. OXON CC
Councillor Mrs Fulljames reported fully at the Annual Parish Meeting which preceded this meeting (see Minutes for APM of 19 May). In addition she stated:

· Parish should remain vigilant to ensure that the routing agreement covering the Incinerator is properly observed.
· In addition to the improvements to Junction 9 of M40 there are also to be some improvements to Junction 10.

12. CHERWELL DC
Councillor Fulljames reported fully at the Annual Parish Meeting which preceded this meeting (see Minutes for APM of 19 May). 
13. TRAFFIC
Weight limit on Northbound B430.
